Welcome to the Wildlife Park 

The BC Wildlife Park is a very exciting place to visit There is lots to see and do 

You can learn about different animals in the Discovery Centre and see the animals in their habitats outside 



Entering the Park 

Enter the Park through the Discovery Centre Building and go to Guest Services to get your ticket 

You might have to wait in line but it will move quickly Tickets can also be purchased online before arriving 



Accessibility 

The BC Wildlife Park is wheelchair accessible including parking washrooms paved walkways and ramps 

You can borrow a mobility device wheelchair scooter stroller etc Ask at the Guest Services desk 



BC Wildlife Park Staff and Volunteers 

Our staff are here to help You can find them wearing green golf shirts or green sweaters 

Some of the staff also do demonstrations of the animals Ask if there are any events during your visit 



BC Wildlife Park Rules 

At the Wildlife Park I need to follow some rules 

¶ Children ages and under must be accompanied by an adult 

¶ No bikes scooters skateboards rollerblades heelies or anything similar  

¶ Leave your own animals at home There are exceptions for service dogssee policyfor details 

¶ Remain on public pathways Do not walk on train tracks or service roads 

¶ Please do not sit stand lean over or jump over any park fencing 

¶ Do not to touch or pet the animals unless a staff says its ok 

¶ Do NOT feed the animals anything
